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HOPE Calcutta Trip ‘08

The annual trip to Calcutta with the HOPE Foundation took place
from the 8th until the 17th of February. This year we had the largest
group to date, 8 students acompanied by Mr. Preston. Our group
travelled with a total of 5 other schools and 5 college students from
UCC. On arriving in Calcutta we had to travel through the city before
getting to our hotel, getting our first look at the poverty stricken city.
After getting a good night’s rest we headed to our first home. It was
a home for girls who had either been sex trafficed or their parents
had been. We were a bit wary about our first visit, not knowing what
to expect from the children. Would we be welcome or would we be
even bigger strangers in this Asian city. We walked a short distance
through a housing estate on our way to the home. A guard stood
alert at the gate of the home which had been unkempt for years. We
walked in and were instantly swamped by a group of children, all
smiling and jumping around. The uncertainty was quelled. A girl
wearing a lovely pink saree carrying a tray of roses wrapped
especially for all of us. | can safely say that we were all amazed by
their friendliness and hospitality considering the rough life that they
have had to endure. We sat around and started talking to all the
children and playing with them, even though we couldn’t
communicate we all got a great feeling of contentment.

For the rest of the week we visited a lot of other homes and got a
sense of hope for the children, that there was a place they could
call home and belong. Gradually we started visiting slums all of
which had schools where the kids could go to learn and develop
skills. The smell in the slums was unbearable because of the
sewers running through and the mounds of rubbish on the roads.
The work done by the people who organise the homes and projects,
funded by the HOPE Foundation is amazing. We will all continue to
work on the behalf of the HOPE Foundation because they truly do
so much work for the street children of Calcutta. We thank again all
of those people who helped fundraise but did not get the opportunity
to travel.
